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sumption of the Chinese people is a special problem in China’s macro—economy, which has been increasingly severe
since the 1990s with the deepening of the reform and opening up. The author maintains that high saving is one of the
causes, but not the essential one. On the basis of description of Chinese people’s consumption level, this paper proposes a
systematical explanation about the causes and suggests that policy should be made to encourage people’s consumption and
makes comments on the measures to stimulate the domestic demands. (HUANG Ye—jing)

Technological Innovations, System Changes: 60 Years of China’s Scientific and Technological Industry for National
Defense: During the past 60 years, the industry for national defense has made great changes, experiencing exploration, ad-
justment and transition, reform and development. In experiencing difficulty and exploration, great achievements marked
by the success of “two bombs and one satellite” have been made and great contribution has been done in maintaining the
national security and unity. In discussing the historical experiences of the industrial construction for the national defense,
this paper proposes that its direct significance lies in that the industry finds itself the direction and focus of further reform
to realize higher—quality development.

The fundamental issues of the procedural aspect are closely connected with the goal
of rule of law. We should emphasize the thoughts and ideas of the procedural aspect. The general practice of focusing on
procedure while neglecting substantial law should be altered. Fundamental human rights deserve full respect and social jus-
tice and harmony need to be safeguarded through procedural justice. As the procedural aspect is an original part of rule of
law, we need to respect the idea of procedure, set up scientific and just procedural laws, and strengthen the progress of
procedural aspect during the execution of law, to realize the goal of rule of law.
